The Manchester Craftsmen’s Guild works with at-risk
schoolchildren by using art to teach them life skills.  The Bidwell Training Center
focuses on building partnerships with local companies to train displaced adults
for actual jobs in the community.

For over three decades, Strickland has worked in the same Pittsburgh
neighborhood he grew up in, creating a model that turns people’s dead-end lives
into positive, productive existences.
